Language Course Challenges

For a language course challenge:

Students need to "perform a number of tasks and show
samples of their work that demonstrate the degree to which
the student has achieved the expected standards for the
outcomes of the course”.

The course challenge is not a test/exam.

The challenge process must be administered by an Alberta
certificated teacher who has expertise in Ukrainian language
and culture.
